The Pursuit competition will be conducted with a pre-determined and fixed 5-second interval between competitors with
the start order based on a determined qualifying competition from the same event. The cumulative five-second gaps
between competitors in a given class are the handicap that must be overcome in order to win the competition. Athletes
who have not taken part or did not complete the qualifying competition will be drawn randomly to determine a start
order, with the same fixed 5 second interval, and will start after the last qualified competitor in a given class.
